I linje med mitt tal om psykogeografiska kartor (se min artikel från Städer som sticker ut i Falköping feb 2010) kommer jag att förse er med en stadskarta utmärkt med med människor snarare än funktioner. Jag vill inbjuda er till att förmedla era upplevelser av vår region och skriva ned dessa på denna karta. Tillsammans blir våra noteringar en ”småpratets stadskarta” över Gröningen.

PROGRAM:

16 May 2011
Afternoon:
- arrival at Groningen
- check in at "Stee en Stad" a work-reintegration project that turns vacancy of houses in renovating neighborhoods into temporary hotels. (reservation made)
- Diner in the neighborhood at Riouwstraat 15. Nathalie, an artist who lives there with her son Luka, will cook for you (confirmed). The idea is that you also bring some nice things to eat and help her cooking. She has a big living room that hosted a meal for more then 30 people before but her kitchen is not too big so we have to improvise. 
- During diner we'll talk about our agenda for the next couple of days and Nathalie will tell us about her projects with artists and scientists collaborating.
- After diner you can meet and greet some neighbors and some of the people you will meet later during the visit and get to know each other informally.

17th May 2011
Early morning:
- Joining breakfast with locals. You'll go in small companies to several home addresses for breakfast. We'll have to get up early because most of these hosts will go to work or bring their children to school. The goal is that you ask them for advise what to do at the end of the day, diner or evening/night.
later in the morning:
- We'll gather at Wester Binnensingel number 29. Here lives Harm Naaijer (confirmed). He is a designer and program manager of the "Open lab", an inner city area with temporary experimental architecture and cultural activities. After visiting him at home he'll take us to to the Open Lab buildingsite for a picknick. We'll use a little camper for kitchen.
Afternoon:
- Nearby this site lives David Inden (not confirmed yet). David is a project developer and an engineer who was involved in the development of several creative breeding grounds in Groningen and abroad. His wife is a producer and cultural entrepreneur. Her latest project was an innovation-voucher sponsoring collaborations of small businesses with creative industries. At the moment she works for a dance company. Two nice people with two cute little boys, a lot of stories and a huge kitchen table.
- Also nearby is a Fablab (confirmed). Fablab is a worldwide network of prototyping labs open to the public founded by professor Gershenfeld of MIT. In this network people learn to use high-end technology, exchange knowledge and ideas, and develop openscource hardware. We'll have a quick look.
Late afternoon:
- At breakfast you had the opportunity to make your own plans together with your hosts, so we'll leave the rest of the day up to you and the locals you've met.

18th May 2011
Morning:
- We'll leave early for the "Hunnebedden" in Borger with a couple of little campers. 
midday:
- After the visit we'll drive to the garden house of Pierre Carriere (confirmed). First we'll drive-by the advertising company he once owned and sold to retreat in this garden house and just write. Pierre has interesting ideas about open pr and advertising. We'll set up camp at his place and have a final discussion with him on the concept of sustainable PR during lunch.
